Martyr Ibrahim helped found the firmly for independence 
union known as Muslim League on December 3,1946 and he 
was co-founder of Independence Block on July 26,1949. 
 
Martyr Ibrahim advocated for independence to his last 
breath on September 11, 1987, in Cairo, Egypt. 
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Martyr General Sebhat Efrem 
The General had a long history of leadership in the military 
and vast experience in applying brilliant tactics of strategy 
in EPLF and in the Eritrean Defence Force until his life was 
abruptly terminated in 2018 by the government of Eritrea.  
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Martyr Minister Mahmoud Ahmed Sherifo 
Minister of Interior Sherifo, had a long history within the 
Eritrean revolution.  He was a member of ELF, later ELF-PLF 
under the command of martyr Osman Saleh Sabbe and 
finally in EPLF. 
 
In 2001, Minister Sherifo was determined to change the 
course of Eritrean history when he boldly rose up against 
despotism.  He met his fate at the "etrenal darkness" of Eri 
Ero, along his comrades known as G-15. 
 
Era Ero is a secret prison built by the government of 
Eritrea were inmates are imprisoned in solitary and 
lightproof dark cells. 
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Martyr Statesman Idris Mohammed Adem 

Honorable Idris Mohammed Adem was President of Eritrean  
Assembly when federation was established between Eritrean 
State and Imperial Government of Ethiopia on September 1952, 
under U.N. Resolution 390-A(V) adopted on December 2, 1950. 
 

Hon. Idris Mohammed Adem, prominent founder and leader of ELF 
was martyred on 28th of August, 2003, Jeddah, Saudi Arabia.
